Youth Centre at St. John’s-in-the-Vale. 

 

Booking the Centre 
We offer accommodation for youth groups, 
schools, churches, uniformed organisations, 
college and youth leader training.   

The centre can accommodate up to 25 people in 
the main building (School House)  and up to 14 in 
the annexe (Chapel House).   The buildings can 
be hired separately, and many smaller groups 
have been able to use the more compact 
facilities in Chapel House. 

The centre is used as a base for a wide range of 
activities in the surrounding area including 
outdoor adventure activities on the mountains 
or lakes, environmental studies or centre based 
activities. 

We give priority to young peoples groups, but in 
spring, autumn and winter midweeks and 
occasionally at weekends we are pleased to 
welcome adult groups. 

Management of the Centre 
The Centre is run on a day to day basis by The 
Revd. Bryan Rothwell who is the main contact 
for arranging bookings.  He is assisted by Brian 
(Pops) Hinde and Anne & Peter Willan.   

The management committee is made up of 
representatives of the Diocese of Carlisle, the 
local parish, County Council, as well as 
representatives of groups who use the Centre 
regularly.  They meet four times a year to 
oversee the work of the Centre.  We are 
currently looking for some new members for the 
Committee, and would love to hear from you if 
you would be interested in helping in this way. 

Broadband 
The Centre has recently installed wireless internet 
access and two desktop computers for use by 
groups.  Groups bringing their own Laptops can also 
access the internet through the Broadband link. 

The Centre has also purchased a video projector for 
use by groups.  Please let us know if you would like 
to borrow the projector.  There is a small charge of 
£5 a day to hire the projector (to go towards the 
cost of replacing the bulb should it fail). 

The equipment has been purchased through grants 
from the Local Network Fund, the Bishop of Carlisle 
and the Diocesan Board of Education.

Charges 
Charges for the hire of the Centre from 1st April 

2007 are £10.90 per person per night. 

A reduced rate of £9.40 per person night is available 
to groups from Cumbria. 

The charge for Adult only groups is £13.30 per 
person per night. 

Minimum charges apply, and are detailed in our 
brochure and on the website.
